 The Board of Education of Worcester County met in closed session 
pursuant to Section 10-508 of the Annotated Code of Maryland at 10:39 a.m. at 
the Worcester Educational Center on Tuesday, July 15, 2008, with the following 
persons present:  Mr. Robert G. Hulburd, Vice-President, Mr. Jonathan C. Cook, 
Mr. J. Douglas Dryden, Mr. Donnie L. Shockley, Mrs. Sara D. Thompson, Mr. Jim 
Almand, Board Attorney, Dr. Jon M. Andes, Superintendent of Schools, Dr. 
Richard Walker, Assistant Superintendent of Instruction, Mr. Ed Barber, Assistant 
Superintendent for Administration, and Mr. Vince Tolbert, Chief Financial Officer. 
 
 At this closed session, the Board discussed personnel matters.  Certain 
legal issues were also discussed.  
 
 The Board of Education of Worcester County met in open session in the 
Board of Education Meeting Room at the Worcester Educational Center on 
Tuesday, July 15, 2008, at 12:34 p.m. with the following persons present: Mr. 
Robert G. Hulburd, Vice-President, Mr. Jonathan C. Cook, Mr. J. Douglas 
Dryden, Mr. Donnie L. Shockley, Mrs. Sara D. Thompson, Dr. Jon M. Andes, 
Superintendent of Schools, Mr. Ed Barber, Assistant Superintendent, Dr. Richard 
Walker, Assistant Superintendent of Instruction, and Mr. Jim Almand, Board

 The meeting was called to order by the Vice-President, Mr. Hulburd, and 
a quorum was declared.  Mr. Vince Tolbert, Allen Memorial Baptist Church, gave 
the invocation and was followed by the pledge of allegiance. 
 

 On the motion of Mr. Dryden, seconded by Mrs. Thompson, the agenda 
was modified to include a report on the 2008 MSA Scores during the Instructional 
Section and was further modified to reverse the order of instructional and 
administrative reports.  Voting for this motion were: Mr. Cook, Mr. Dryden, Mr. 
Shockley, and Mrs. Thompson.  Opposed: None.

ADMINISTRATIVE MATTERS 
 
 The Board considered a proposal to open school before Labor Day for 
the 2009-2010 school year.  Due to the rigors of the High School Assessments 
and Maryland School Assessments, more instructional time is needed during the 
school year.  Dr. Andes recommended that the board direct the calendar 
committee to develop a calendar that will start school before Labor Day.  The 
proposal will be held over for public comment and action will be taken at the 
August Board meeting. 
 

On the recommendation of the Superintendent and on motion of Mr. 
Shockley, seconded by Mrs. Thompson, the following revisions were made to 
the FY 09 Operating Budget to help address escalating energy costs and to 
cover other unanticipated expenditures in FY 09.

In addition, an energy committee has been formed with representatives from 
our energy providers to identify and implement additional strategies to increase 
conservation.  Voting for this motion were:  Mr. Cook, Mr. Dryden, Mr. Shockley 
and Mrs. Thompson.  Opposed:  None. 
 

Mr. Shockley requested that field trips be reviewed on an individual basis 
for educational purposes. 
 

The Board reviewed a letter from the County Commissioners that 
requested a copy of our contingency plan to cover over-expenditures in the 
FY 09 operating budget.  The Board concurred with the Superintendent’s 
recommendation that this information be sent to the County Commissioners by 
the requested deadline date. 
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 The Board also reviewed the annual transmittal letter received from the 
County Commissioners in which attention was drawn to the section in which Mr. 
Shockley, President of the Worcester County Commissioners, advised the Board 
that “the County will unlikely fund” future Federal and State grants that are 
decreased or eliminated.   
 

In addition, Mr. Shockley also requested that Thornton funding “not be 
listed in the detail pages of requested expenditures”.  Dr. Andes stated that, 
under the Bridge to Excellence Act, we are required to submit our budget to show 
specifically how Thornton funding will be used.  Therefore, we cannot comply 
with Mr. Shockley’s request to exclude this information in future budgetary 
information. 
 

With regard to not funding grant programs, Dr. Andes reported that we 
have been very successful in securing grant funding and using those funds for 
after school programs.  The level of success of a grant funded program is 
determined before funds are requested from the County to continue the program.  
We anticipate that funding will be reduced next year for 4th and 5th grade after 
school programs; Pocomoke and Snow Hill High School’s after school program; 
and Haven House After School Program.  These programs are extremely 
successful and are crucial to the success of our students.  We need to continue 
these programs.  If the county is no longer going to support these programs, then 
we need to know now so we can take appropriate action.  On the 
recommendation of the Superintendent and on motion of Mr. Shockley, seconded 
by Mr. Dryden, the Superintendent was authorized to send a letter to the County 
Commissioners requesting clarification on their intent to support these after 
school programs and indicate the number of students involved in these 
programs.  In addition, the letter should also include an explanation that due to 
the State requirements of the Bridge to Excellence Act, we cannot comply with 
their request to no longer identify Thornton funded items in our budget.  Voting 
for this motion were:  Mr. Cook, Mr. Dryden, Mr. Shockley and Mrs. Thompson.  
Opposed:  None. 
 

On the recommendation of the Superintendent and on motion of Mrs. 
Thompson, seconded by Mr. Shockley, the 2008-2009 Building Use Rates were 
increased and staff was authorized to adjust these rates again later in the school 
year, if necessary, to keep up with the rising cost of utilities.    Voting for this 
motion were:  Mr. Cook, Mr. Dryden, Mr. Shockley and Mrs. Thompson.

Ms. Barbara Witherow, Public Relations Coordinator, reviewed the results 
of the 2008 Communications Survey.  The primary objectives for the 
Communication Survey were to receive parental input in order to measure the 
quality of our communication sources; identify the most effective communication 
source; identify other communication sources which parents find helpful; and 
refine goals and strategies based on the survey’s statistical analysis, written 
suggestions, and feasibility. A total of 2,668 surveys were returned which 
represents 40% of our student population.   
 
 Dr. Richard Walker, Assistant Superintendent for Instruction, and Ms. 
Stephanie Zanich, Testing Coordinator, reviewed the preliminary results of the 
2008 Maryland School Assessment (MSA) test results for both Reading and 
Math.  According to these test results, Worcester County continues to be a top 
performing school system.  All test results exceed State averages at all grade 
levels in Reading and Math (grades 3-8).
